The courses to be sailed will be windward/leeward with a gate at the leeward end of the
course.
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PENALTY SYSTEM

The Scoring Penalty, rule 44.1 and RRS P2.1 are changed so that the two-
turns penalty is replaced by a one-turn penalty.

SCORING

The Low Point Scoring System of RRS Appendix A will apply.
At least 1 race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

When 5 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be
the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

SUPPORT BOATS

Support boats shall be registered with the Organizing Authority and will be
requiredto comply with local legislation and event support regulations. Team
leaders coaches shall register at www.49er.org/event.

All support boats shall clearly display the 3 letter national code of their ISAF
Member National Authority at all times while afloat. The minimum height for
the letters shall be 200mm.

If called upon, support boats will be required to act as rescue boats.

BERTHING

Boats shall be kept in their assigned places while they are in the boat yard and
the west parking lot for trailers..

PRIZES

Prizes will be announced and awarded at the end of the racing for the first three
places of the 49er and 49erfx fleets respectively. The top North American
finishers of the 49er and 49erfx fleets shall receive the Trevor Moore Memorial
Trophy and the Frank Bathwater Cup respectively..

RADIO COMMUNICATION
Except in an emergency a boat shall neither make nor receive radio
transmission, text messages, or cellular phone calls while racing..

INSURANCE

Each participating boat shall present a valid insurance certificate showing proof
of third party liability coverage of at least USD $1,000,000 (or equivalent) per
incident.

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4,
Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material
damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to,
during, or after the regatta.
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MEDIA RIGHTS, CAMERAS, AND ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT

By participating in the championship competitors automatically grant to the
Organizing Authority International 49ers Class Association and their sponsors,
the right in perpetuity to make, use, and show, from time to time at their
discretion, any motion pictures and live, taped or filmed television and other
reproduction of the athlete during the period of competition without
compensation.

Boats may be required to carry cameras, sound equipment or positioning
equipment as specified by the Organizing Authority.

Competitors may be required for interviews and press conferences at the
Championship.
